· LGBT: Locally we work with the Ali Forney Center – Housing for homeless LGBT Youth - and other faith-based NGOs – We also do a lot of global anti-homophobia work.  

· FEINCC: The Faith and Ethics Network for the International Criminal Court is a coalition of religious and interfaith NGOs that examine the moral, ethical and religious considerations surrounding the Court.  
· ECOC: The UU-UNO Every Child is Our Child project in the West African nation of Ghana.  We partnered with the Queen Mothers of the Manye Krobo people in Eastern Ghana to ensure that children orphaned by HIV/AIDS get health care and an education.  

· Women’s Security & Peacebuilding: this program promotes awareness and action through education and advocacy.  UN Convention on the Elimination of All forms of Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW).  Our UN Sunday materials this year will be developed around Empowering Women for a Better World.

· Climate:  Due to popular demand from UU’s all over, the in addition to human rights, we also strongly advocate for the rights of Mother Earth.
