GoldMine 2011 - Community Covenant

While we expect the level of commitment and the intensity of work during GoldMine to be such that it will preclude any of us getting into trouble, we also think that it is helpful to set out some guidelines for behavior to prevent any misunderstandings.

· This will be an alcohol-, tobacco-, and other drug-free week for all GoldMine participants, including staff.

· You are expected to stay on with the camp staff and your home hospitality assignment during the week.  Exceptions are only with explicit permission of a staff member.

· Possessions of weapons, illegal drugs, and pets is strictly prohibited.

· Patently sexual behavior is inappropriate in this intentional community. Although sexuality is something to be valued and developed in persons of all ages it detracts from and confuses community building and our goal of inclusiveness.  Hugs are okay and encouraged, because they are easily inclusive.  

We think of our GoldMine community as a circle of individuals focused around a center-point which is our group purpose: to experience a challenging and inspiring week of activities – at times alone, at times together.  Generally, we expect each person’s individual behavior to contribute toward the center of our circle.

GoldMine is designed to be a concentrated event; it is NOT a “conference” in the usual sense. The days will be long, varied and demanding, with little free time, per se.  This will not be an appropriate setting for dealing with personal life crisis issues.

Nonetheless, the community we create together will be safe, supportive, and fun.  We aim to give each participant as full a sense of their own developing leadership (including “self-leadership”) abilities as is possible in a short week.  We are eager to join with you in this endeavor.

CUC Youth Event Rules   

These rules were approved by the CUC Board in 2001, ratified in January 2002, 

amended in February 2005, and were revised, with approval by the CUC Executive Director,  in January 2011.

The following apply to all participants of youth events, including adults and youth.

· All participants must be sober at all times (No illegal drug use or alcohol use is permitted)

· Youth participants must be between 14 – 20 years of age

· Adults participants must be 25 years of age or older and must remain in the role of advisor at all times

· A maximum ratio of 8:1, youth to adults, will be used for all overnight events

· All youth (regardless of age) must have an advisor

· Peaceful behavior and actions should be maintained at all time (No weapons, violence or threats of violence are permitted)

· All participants must stay on site for the duration of the event (No leaving the site except as part of a planned activity)

· All participants must follow site rules

· Only registered participants may attend (No drop-ins)

· Inclusive, appropriate behaviors should be maintained at all times (No violating the CUC Policy on Sexual Behaviour at Youth Cons – see below)

· All participants will sleep individually (1 person per sleeping bag)

· All participants will maintain appropriate dress for the duration of the event (Nudity at CUC Youth Events is not permitted)

· All participants over the age of 18 or who are in a leadership role must sign the Code of Ethics for Adults and Older Youth Working with Children and Youth (see below)

· All participants must have a completed registration form submitted before the event  begins, including providing confirmation of congregational or denominational authorization

· All conferees/parents must sign the medical release form

BREACH OF THESE RULES MAY RESULT IN PARTICIPANTS BEING DISALLOWED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE REMAINDER OF THE EVENT. 

CUC Policy On Sexual Behaviour at Youth Events

Sexuality is a healthy and important part of young people's lives. Youth programs are an opportunity for youth to express themselves in healthy ways, however exclusive relationships detract from the larger community.  

All members of the community must respect each other's physical boundaries. Inappropriate sexual behaviour (i.e.  oral, vaginal, anal or  digital intercourse, or sexual harassment) is not permitted. Nudity at CUC Youth Events is not permitted.  

The Conference Affairs Committee (or designated group) reserves the right to deem any behaviour inappropriate. Parents/guardians are invited to discuss this policy with their youth.

CUC Policies require youth to be associated with a UU Youth Group or Congregation or to be denominationally involved in other ways in order to be permitted to participate in regional or national youth events.
